FoundationPRO consists of the following three (3) parts that work
together to provide a complete, installed system. Be sure you have
all necessary parts before proceeding with installation.

1. Insulated Panels

J-CHANNEL POSITION:

1.PARALLEL TO TOP OF FOUNDATION WALL

= Establish a straight line at grade (i.e. snap a chalk line) to
position the bottom J-channel on the foundation wall.

= This line will be used to align the bottom J-channel that holds
the panelin place.

2.PARALLEL TO FINISHED GRADE

= You can install the Bottom J-channel to follow (match) the
angle of the finished grade.

Measure the
panels to confirm accuracy of the finished installation.

b. Re-verify that the position of the installed panel height will not
interfere with framing once the panel is installed. The top edge
of the panel cannot break the plane of the top of the foundation
wall.

Installing the Top Cap L-Channel Accessory on Corners:

a. Mark the Top L-Channel at the corner point on the wide side
(top) of the channel.

b. Mark this point on the wide side. This will be positioned on the
top of the wall.

c. Cut a 30-degree notch in the wide side (top) as shown.

E Inside Corners

a. Butt inside corners or use Bottom J-Channel to ensure proper
appearance.

b. Butt the panel to the adjoining foundation wall.

c. OPTIONAL: The Bottom J-Channel can be used to finish cut
edges, including Inside Corners.
