Background

A mining engineer and geotechnical
specialist, contracted by the insured
mining company, were inspecting a
tunnel for the purposes of deciding
how to support the excavations and
what type of equipment would be
best suited to cutting and drilling

the rock mass. During the inspection,
they were severely injured when part
of the tunnel collapsed on them. The
mining contractor was left paraplegic
and the geotechnical specialist was
left with deep lacerations on his right
thigh along with a punctured lung and
head trauma. The insured company
was subject to a formal Occupational
Health and Safety investigation and
prosecution.

Background

A team of 25 factory hands

were contracted by the insured
manufacturing company to work

on the production line in the build
up leading up to the Christmas
period. The contractors received

a two hour course in safety and
procedure. Unfortunately, on the
first day of employment, two of

the workers were seriously injured.
One of the contractors suffered a
deep laceration on his hand whilst
the other contractor lost partial
hearing in his left ear for failing to
wear the safety equipment correctly.
A formal Occupational Health and
Safety investigation began which
eventually led to the company being
prosecuted.
