RELAXED
Traveling at a leisurely pace, this 
itinerary requires a small amount of 
physical activity. Depending on the 
itinerary details, guests will need to 
be prepared to board a plane, bus, 
boat, ferry, or ship. There will be 
some walking to rooms, cabins, or 
restaurants, and general points of 
interest. This may also include an 
occasional flight of stairs or some steps 
during transfers and stops.

EASY GOING
This tour requires light physical activity 
combined with shorter travel days. 
Activities may include an occasional 
city or nature walking tour with stops 
along the way. Guests should be able 
to climb a set of stairs, walk up or 
down slight slopes, and navigate some 
uneven terrain or cobblestone.

MODERATE

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Day 9  •  Ho Chi Minh City
Wake up in Ho Chi Minh City, formerly Saigon, 
and spend the day learning about the Vietnam 
War right where it was waged.
