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SITE REQUIREMENTS: SITE

SITE The Greenery S dimensions are 40’ x 8'x 9.5’ (12.2 m x 2.4 m x 2.9 m) and it weighs 8 tons (7257.5 kg). Allow FARM SITE LENGTH 50 feet 15.24 meters
for 1 (30.5 cm) of space around the perimeter, with a minimum of 5’ (1.5 m) at the front to access the main

FARM SITE WIDTH 10 feet 3.1 meters
door, and 5’ (1.5 m) at the back to access the electrical panel and HVAC unit. Farms must be placed on level

ground with a maximum grade of 3%. The Greenery S should also be pitched so that the front of the farm is FARM SITE HEIGHT 9.7 feet 3 meters

approximately 2" (5.1 cm) higher than the rear of the farm.

Due to the weight and magnitude of your container farm, it's important that your site is prepped for long-term
use. We recommend placing your farm on a sturdy foundation like sonotubes, railroad ties, or a concrete pad
to protect against the risks of inclement weather with dirt and gravel. The final site location requires at least
2" (5.1 cm) of gravel below the frost line. The farm cannot be placed on bare ground, as this will cause
leveling to change over time, which may impact the farm's functioning. The foundation requires a set grade

for the water to run back to the tank.

SITE REQUIREMENTS: ELECTRICITY

The Greenery S comes standard with a 150-amp, 240V split-phase electrical connection. The farm should

be connected to electricity by a licensed electrician. Due to the generic nature of the electrical hookup,

alternatives like solar and battery systems can be used to power the farm. Consult your Customer

Success Specialist to discuss options and approaches.

If your site requires 208V 3-phase power connection for 100A service, Freight Farms will provide instructions.

Freight Farms will not provide parts, they must be supplied by your local electrician.

For customers located in certain regions outside the United States that require a different electrical hookup,

customers can expect ~$500 in additional costs between parts and labor. Please contact the Freight Farms

team for more information.

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SITE REQUIREMENTS: WATER

WATER
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Water access should be within 50’ (15.2 m) of the Greenery™ S in order to fill the water tanks. A designated
water source is suggested, but it can be achieved with a common garden hose feed as well. The water
hookups on the Greenery S are spigots with a standard garden hose connection. For sites that experience

subfreezing temperatures (below 32°F or 0°C), the water line should be insulated to prevent disruption to water

dCCesSs.

We highly recommend that you take a water test of your water source and send it to Freight Farms for review.

Once a water source has been identified, conduct a water test using the instructions in farmhand® Knowledge

Base.

BEFORE DELIVERY SPACE

FREIGHT FARMS

Your city or town may have certain zoning or code requirements, which are

important to know beforehand. Be sure to consult your local municipality.

Dimensions of the farm are 40’ x 8’ x 9.5’ (12.2 m x 2.4 m x 2.9 m). We
recommend placing the farm in a 50’ x 10’ (15.2 m x 3 m) area (or larger) to
allow for space to connect to electricity and water. Most farmers select a
parking lot or other paved area, and some farmers excavate an area to lay
either compressed trap rock or concrete. Let us know if you plan to deploy

your farm on trap rock or plan to excavate for a concrete pad.

Allow for 1’ (30.5 cm) of space around the perimeter, with a minimum of
5' (1.5 m) at the front to access the main door, and 5’ (1.5 m) at the back to

access the electrical panel and HVAC unit.

Select level ground with a maximum 3% grade. The Greenery S should also be

pitched so that the front of the farm is approximately 2" (5.1 cm)

higher than the rear of the farm.

You will need at least 10 pieces of pressure-treated wood or hardwood
(poplar) in order to pitch and level your farm. You can find this wood at any
local lumber yard or hardware box store. We recommend each piece be

10"x 10" x 2" (25.4 cm x 25.4 cm x 5.1 cm). The quantity required will vary
depending on the slope of the ground under the farm. Other leveling options
besides wood are also possible. Please consult Freight Farms with

questions.

Your farm will be arriving to your delivery site on a full size tractor trailer
that is 70—80' (21.3-24.4 m) long, over 13' (4 m) high, and weighs around
65,000 Ibs. As such, site accessibility is an important factor when
coordinating delivery. Please be sure to share any photos/details with us
regarding site accessibility, like tight corners, narrow driveways, etc. that
are not immediately obvious in your site photos. There is no such thing as

too much info!

Another variable to consider is that heavy equipment such as the truck and
the crane need solid and dry ground to safely perform their jobs; weather is
an important factor when coordinating delivery. Please keep this in mind as
your delivery date approaches. It is much more cost-efficient to reschedule
a delivery prior to your farm leaving our storage facility than it is when it is

already on the road.

BEFORE DELIVERY ELECTRICAL

Determine the closest electrical source and site voltage. Electrical hookup
must comply with all local and state code requirements. Consult your site

electrician.

Prep for a 150-amp 240V split-phase electrical connection.
If your site requires 208V 3-phase power connection for 100A service, Freight
Farms will provide instructions. Freight Farms will not provide parts, they must be

supplied by your local electrician.

The water source should be within 50’ (15.2 m) of the farm. Water can be
supplied to the farm through either a hard or a soft plumbed line. Farms
located in climates that experience subfreezing temperatures (below 32°F or

0°C) must insulate or heat the water feed to prevent freezing.

Be sure to send a sample of the water that you will be using in your
Greenery™ S to a lab for testing. You want to make sure your water is free of
any bacteria, pathogens, or other harmful elements. Depending on the results

of your water test, a filtration system for your source water may be needed.

Crane and offload costs start at $2,000 but increase in cost
based on the complexity of the load. A complex load is defined by
how close the crane company can get to the site; if they have to
lift from farther away due to power lines, trees, or level ground, it

becomes more expensive. Pricing varies based on project.
